Let me just begin by saying we should all stop and
praise The Lord for all the good things happening
here at Chimala Mission. Every day I see His hand
working with us in so many ways. Last week a
young lady came to the hospital because she could
not feel her right leg. The leg was dead and unfortu-
nately we have to amputate her leg. This morning
she came into my office walking with her walker to
talk with me. She was ready to go home, but did not
have the money to pay her hospital bill. I asked her
to have a seat while I checked on the cost of her hos-
pital bill. Her bill was 400,000 tsh which is very high
considering the average person only makes 100,000
per month. It is due to our love of God and His many
blessing that her bill was paid.

This past Saturday we held another mobile medical
clinic at Mfumbi. It was unbelievable how many
people came for help. We saw 125 people and made 2 home visits. On Sunday, we went to another vil-
lage called Kapunga to perform circumcisions. We had so many come for the procedure that we worked

until we no longer had light to see by. We will be heading back again early in the morning to complete
the procedures for those we were unable to see last week. Kapunga will be one of the next villages to
benefit from a monthly mobile medical clinic. Look forward to more news from Kapunga.

The first 10,000 liter polytank has arrived for our clean water project. I hope to show you pictures of the
clean water running in our next newsletter. Also, we have now raised $750 for our bathroom project.
We need $6,000 in order to complete this project. This is much needed and we need your help. I know
there is always something else I am asking your help with. But I ask because the need is great and [ am
positive God will provide. He will provide through each of you. May God continue to bless you all.

Note: Some of you may be wondering about the clean water project since we did drill a well a few years
ago. One of the problems we ran into after drilling the well was that we found out that the hospital uses
approximately 8,000 gallons of water a day. This was more than the well could deliver. We are now de-
veloping a system that will purify the river water. This will allow us to supply clean water to all parts of
the hospital.
