Cheryl continues to work tirelessly at the hospital and clinics. In February the hospital was able to get the
program with Walter Reed started; this was great news. We have to give a lot of the credit to Cheryl for getting
this done. One of my responsibilities as the coordinator is to review finances while I am at the mission. After
doing some review, it became apparent that even though the hospital is doing much better than in recent years,
it still has a ways to go to be back to where it needs to be financially.

Evangelism continues to be strong at Chimala. I continue to be excited about the growth of the church in
Tanzania. I am not just talking about numbers, but also in spiritual growth. We are seeing more and more
congregations doing their own evangelism. I received several reports in February of churches doing campaigns
and having meetings. All of this resulted in 28 baptisms and 5 restorations. One of the most exciting parts of the
report is that the Itumpi congregation located in the Mbozi area has become one of the fastest growing churches
in southwest Tanzania. They have matured to the point that they understand that they should support their
preacher. Up to now, only congregations that were located in heavily populated areas (and not very many of
them) and the church at Chimala Mission have been supporting their preachers. The Itumpi congregation is in
the same area where the preachers got together and started the radio program. The radio program is proving that
there are still many areas that we have not reached with the Gospel, but it is helping us get there. Thanks for your
help in supporting our evangelistic efforts, but there is still much more that needs to be done.

The first student is an English student named Alphonce Simon. He is from Kyela district about 174km from
Chimala. Alphonce is married to Alida Kilima and has six children; Boaz, Ivy, Simon, Awantwa, Brijet and
Satrina. He has been preaching for 10 years. His purpose for coming to CBI is to further his studies of Biblical
knowledge. After gradutation from CBI, he wants to continue to proclaim the word of God in many places. He
has a problem with his eyesight and has trouble reading. We are trying to help him with that.

Can you imagine being on the operating table and the lights go out. This
also means that the refrigerators in the lab that keeps blood and other
supplies cold are now warming up. The lab equipment cannot be operat-
ed. X-rays and sonograms cannot be taken.

We would like to put in a solar system that could be used in these situa-
tions.
